The Shift, a docu series following homicide detectives in Indianapolis is produced by Kathleen Minton and Pauline 

Mason for Investigation Discovery; in its first season it gained the network's highest ever ratings and is now going 
into a second season of 13 shows. 
 

 In its first season,  D.E.A. , produced by Al Roker Productions, has gained the highest rating ever for an original 

series on Spike TV  to date and has been picked up for a second season currently being serviced by Mega 
Playground.     
 
The producing team of LC Inc. is on to something.  Most recently, they received a pickup for the Comedy Central 

series Michael and Michael Have Issues starring Michael lan Black and Michael Showalter, and are gearing 

up for the 4th season of the hit IFC sketch comedy show The Whitest Kids U Know. 
 
The First 48, produced by Granada America, is now in its astonishing 9th season. Mega Playground is proud to be 

serving Granada America on many of its shows, and especially on The First 48 since its 5th season to date.

Sunday night , garnering more than 3.2 million viewers, officials said Tuesday. The episode ranked as the night's No.
